. Dr Lee, Jong-Koo, the Director/ Deputy Ministef Korea Centres for Disease Control and

countries to tackle new environmental health is$ikesclimate change, vector borne diseases,
natural disasters, in addition to traditional issaencerning water, sanitation and air.

. Mr Yoon Jong Soo, Deputy Minister of Ministry Bhvironment, Republic of Korea conveyed his

8. The Secretariat, UNEP and WHO, made a presentati regional level activities since the First
Ministerial Meeting and Fourth High-Level Officialgleeting. The presentation and ensuing
discussion included the development of a concefat oo the proposed formation of a task force to
review institutional issues affecting the ForumeThask force would make recommendations
through the Advisory Board for improving the govamee and impact of the Forum and
strengthening partnerships with relevant regionaliaternational bodies and cooperation
mechanisms. The meeting endorsed the establistoh#r task force, requesting the
Advisory Board to define the task force’s membgysimd modalities of work.

9. The meeting endorsed the new regional priorfte2010-2013 which includes the continuation of
the 6 current priorities and an additional prigritgmely, health impact assessment. The meeting
agreed to submit to the Second Ministerial Meetorgormal endorsement, an addendum to the
Regional Charter on the Forum’s new prioritiesZ00.0-2013.

10. The meeting noted a need for more integrat@anohg and action among Thematic Working
Groups (TWGSs) and strengthening linkages betwees#tretariat partners, UNEP and WHO.
The meeting also agreed in principle to establipheatice of rotating Chairs of TWGs to allow
for better sharing of responsibilities by the memb®lans for implementing this practice shall be
further discussed at the Fourth Advisory Board imeget

11. The meeting expressed strong concern overdhers urgent need for sustainable financial
support.

V. REVIEW OF NATIONAL LEVEL ACTIVITIES (Agenda Item  4)

12. All member countries present (Cambodia, CHim#gnesia, Japan, the Lao People's Democratic
Republic, Malaysia, Mongolia, Myanmar, the Philipgs, the Republic of Korea, Singapore,
Thailand and Viet Nam) reported on progress madkedim countries since the First Ministerial
Meeting and the Fourth High-Level Officials' Meegtjiwith focus on the development and
implementation of national environmental healthgpaonmes, including National Environmental
Health Action Plans (NEHAPS) or equivalent plans.

13. The meeting noted the progress made at thenadievel by the countries in strengthening their
national environmental health programmes. Sometdesrhave developed NEHAPS or
equivalent plans, but some countries would nediuh&tize formal endorsement of the plans.
Countries have also made good progress in stremgtheoordination between the health and
environment sectors. However, it noted that chgksiremained in many countries. It was
suggested that the Regional Forum Secretariat dlwauty on an analysis report to identify ways
to address those challenges, to be reviewed amqutextiby all member countries.

VI. POLICY BRIEFS AND WORK PLANS OF THEMATIC WORKIN G GROUPS (Agenda Item 5)

14. Since the approval of six Thematic Working Gr&l\B-year work plans in the First Regional
Ministerial Forum on Environment and Health in $vkast and East Asian Countries
(9 August 2007, Bangkok), the TWGs had implemetitede work plans and had developed
policy briefs on priority environmental health issubased on their experiences.

15. The Chair institutions of the respective TWi@ade presentations on the implementation of their
2007-2010 work plans, their resulting policy brjefad proposals for 2010-2013 work plans.
All the 2010-2013 TWG work plans are given in Anrg&and their presentations in Annex 4.

In its meeting in Luang Prabang, Lao PDR, 26-28 May 2010, the Group endorsed China
CDC Institute of Environmental Health and Related Product Safety fo confinue as Chair
Jor the period 2010-2013, while the Philippines Department of Health would assist the
Chair in the capacity of Vice Chair.

1. Background

Almost 500 million additional people in South-East and East Asian countries received
access to an improved sanitation facility between 1990 and 2008. Despite this major
improvement, almost 300 million people still need to share an improved type of
sanitation facility with other households, whereas nearly 400 million use precarious
unimproved facilities and over 100 million simply defecate in the open. The rural
population without access to sanifation services in East Asia is almost half a billion
people. which is over 60% more than the 300 million wban dwellers unserved.

The Region is not on track to achieve the MDG sanitation target. It will fall short by 6%
of the MDG sanitation regional target of 74% by 2015,

Not surprisingly. diarthoeal diseases are a major killer in this Region. They are largely
preventable by good sanitation and hygiene and a sufficient and safe water supply.
Improved sanitation alone reduces diarthoea death rates by a third (UNICEF, WHO,
2009). In South-East and East Asian countries, there are 450 million cases of diarrhoea
every year and the number of deaths reaches nearly 150 000 a year (WHO, 2008a).
Estimates suggest that the overall incidence of diarthoeal diseases has remained relatively




stable over the past two decades whereas the death rate has decreased consistently. This
indicates that while case management approaches and practises improve over time, the
preventive aspects (good sanitation. hygiene, safe drinking-water, food safety) are not
progressing as effectively.

One of the major drawbacks in the Region is a lack of good information about sanitation
and water systems that could provide sound analyses for national policy-making,
planning and programming.

There is emerging awareness in the Region that a shift in sanitation financing is required
from financing “subsidies and grants for sanitation facilities™ to the poor to funding
“sanitation promotion and leveraging resources”™. Most countries reported well-structure
initiatives to generate sanitation demand through social marketing using different
methodologies.

Responsibilities for sanitation, especially rural sanitation, are not clearly defined in mo:
East Asian counfries and are somehow an afterthought in different national or loc:
agencies.  Responsibilities for sanitation and communication and coordinatio
mechanisms among agencies appear to be blurred in most countries and in some case
simply do not exist. A crucial recomumendation is the urgent need to establish a cles
national institutional framework for sanifation, including the definition of roles an
responsibilities of different national and subnational stakeholders.

1. Background

Asia’s economic growth and population is now insieg in a fast rate. The rate of economic
growth is now 7.4% (2005, ESCAP) and the populaidncreasing by 19N(2006-2010, United
Nations Population Fund, State of World Population 2006”). While Asia hagbe&xperiencing

a rapid increase of population and economic devedoyt, waste problem has been becoming
common to all countries in Asia.

Except some advanced countries, increase of volurdevariety of solid waste are common

challenges to countries in Asia. Increase of volgines pressure to waste disposal site and
enhance illegal dumping. Hazardous waste causag@ humber of environment and health
problems for people. These are threatening tortkeament and our health.

Based on the highlighted above issues in AsiaRéagional Forum on Environment and Health in
Asia and the Pacific launched in 2007 selected soid hazardous waste as prioritized issues in
the first three year plan of the forum. In linelwihe Charter of the Regional Forum, Thematic
Working Group on solid and hazardous waste (Wa¥{&Y was established and started its
activities based on the first three year progranithe. member countries of Waste TWG include:
Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, China, Indonesianjd&epublic of Korea, Lao PDR, Malaysia,
Mongolia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, Thailaaed Viet Nam.

In this context, the Waste TWG deals with municipakte and medical waste which are common
issues to the member countries.

2. Progress based on the first three years workplan

The first three year workplan (2007-2009) of WaBieG has three objectives: (1) to ensure
environmentally sound management of solid and lolazsrwaste; (2) to prioritize issues by
analyzing status-quo of municipal waste and medieate management in the member countries;
and (3) to provide useful information.

The first Waste TWG meeting was held on 28-29 Faty; 2008 in Singapore where the meeting
agreed that:
i. Member countries will develop their own nationakr-ministry/agency steering
committees;
i.  Member countries will identify national contgmbints;
iii. Each country is allowed to have up to 2 fopalnts for contact and they have to work
closely;

The
meeting i) reviewed the reports of status-quo ardds of municipal and medical waste
management; ii) shared good practices and lessanstlon municipal and medical waste
management; and iii) discussed and identify apmitgrecommendations drawn from the status-
qguo and issues of waste management. The partisipatite Second meeting also agreed with
action points (please refer to the progress regdte Regional Forum on Environment and
Health).

1. Background: Regional Issues and Challenges

The South-east and East Asian Region has many rapidly industrializing countries,
where an increasing number and volume of chemicals are used in mining, forestry, fishery,
manufacturing, energy and construction industries, as well as in shops, offices and
households. Several economies are agriculture-based, and the improper management of
agro-chemicals, particularly pesticides, is a major health hazard.

There are over 100 000 existing chemicals, a third of which are used in industry,
agriculture and households. While most are beneficial to economic development, their
inadequate management sometimes results in adverse impacts on human health and
ecosystems.

Unnecessary and unexpected exposure to toxic chemicals can cause disease,
disability and death. Children who work from an early age in cottage and gold mining
industries such as bangle or fireworks production or washing activities are often exposed to
toxic and hazardous chemicals. Chronic exposure is linked to damage to the nervous and
immune systems and to ill effects on reproductive function and development. Evidence of
the multiple adverse health impacts derived from chemicals used in agriculture, industry,
commerce and in households calls for urgent action to improve the quality of their
management.

Legislative and regulatory control of chemicals may include the registration and
inventory of chemicals, risk assessment and notification, labelling and information on
chemicals, tracking systems, treatment and disposal of chemical waste, and occupational
health and safety requirements for production, use, storage, transport, sale disposal and
treatment. Many developing countries in the region lack adequate legislative and
institutional infrastructure and the capacity to manage chemicals effectively.

This Thematic Working Group is divided into three subgroups on: (1) prevention and
reduction of pesticide poisoning; (2) reduction of exposure to heavy metals (e.g. mercury,
manganese, lead, cadmium, arsenic) and other hazardous substances (e.g. cyanide,
asbestos, chemicals in toys); and (3) food contamination (food preservatives, antibiotics,
hormones, etc.)

1. Background:

The Environmental Health Country Profiles of the South-east and East Asian countries
revealed that many are continuously experiencing health threats from deteriorating
environment. They share common problems such as water pollution from domestic and
industrial sources, urban air pollution, solid waste management, climate change and
chemicals in the environment that have resulted to an estimated one million deaths every
year in the region.

According to the Annual Statistical Review 2008 made by the Centre for Research on the
Epidemiology of Disasters, China (29) and the Philippines (20) were most often hit by natural
disasters in 2008. These two countries, together with Indonesia, Vietnam and Thailand have
occupied the top ranking countries with the highest number of disaster occurrence during the
last three years. In 2008, two “mega-disasters” occurred, cyclone Nargis in Myanmar and the
Sichuan Earthquake in China.

While there are efforts being made within the countries to minimize the environmental
hazards and their associated health risks, the populations are also becoming more exposed
to increasing occurrences of disasters in the region. These include recent disasters from
natural hazards (e.g., typhoons, floods, earthquakes, tsunamis and volcanic eruptions) and
health emergencies like SARS — Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome, and Avian Influenza,
and HIN1 which brought significant morbidity and mortality among people.The Asian
Tsunami left hundreds of thousands of people without access to safe water and sanitation.
The outbreaks of SARS and Avian Influenza which occur through the transmission of
pathogens initially from food, animals to humans and later from humans to humans were
partly attributed to inadequate environmental sanitation and personal hygiene. In addition,
with rapid industrial development, the number of technological emergencies, involving
chemicals and radiation, is increasing. All these emergencies threaten human life and public
health. Likewise, a transboundary event such as haze/smoke induced by forest fires in
Sumatra and Kalimantan, Indonesia in 1997 blanketed Brunei, Darussalam, Indonesia,
Malaysia, Singapore and the southern parts of the Philippines and Thailand. One common
fact is that disasters may strike any time anywhere.

In order to address these problems and challenges, the Regional Forum on Environmental
and Health in Southeast and East Asian Countries was established. The Charter of the
Regional Forum, created a Thematic Working Group on Contingency Planning,
Preparedness and Response in Environmental Health Emergencies to address
environmental issues related to emergencies and disasters. This Thematic Working Group
will be divided into two subgroups namely: (1) disasters from natural hazards and associated
environmental health issues, such as water, sanitation, waste management, food safety,
vector control, etc.; and (2) industrial or technological emergencies involving hazardous
substances, such as toxic chemicals, flammable and explosive materials, radioactive
materials, etc.
