Guidelines for Country Presentations
At the 5th High Level Meeting of the Regional Forum on Environment and Health in South-East and East Asian Countries, each national delegation is kindly requested to present an update on the development of its capacity for environmental health management which may include – among other things – the development and implementation of a national environmental health action plan or an equivalent plan, hereinafter NEHAP, based on the guidelines enumerated below. For each country, the high-level officials of the two ministries (i.e., MOH and MOE) should jointly prepare and jointly present a joint report. Because the schedule of the meeting is tight, presenters are requested to limit their presentations to 10 minutes maximum. The presentations should be limited to about 9 or 10 slides each.
1. History of environmental health management. Provide a brief description of the development of environmental health management capacity in the country in modern times. Mention any major consultations that were carried out between the ministries, or involving other ministries, the industrial, commercial and agricultural sectors, development authorities, the public, etc.
2. Priority environmental health problems. What are the main environmental hazards that pose health risks to the people in the country? What are the main environmental health risks faced by vulnerable groups?
3. Key strategies for environmental health management. Share any strategic actions that were undertaken to expedite the development and implementation of environmental health management capacity including, if applicable, NEHAPs.
4. Major projects and activities. Share some examples of major projects or activities that have been particularly noteworthy because of their innovative approaches or high degree of effectiveness, including any that may emanate from the NEHAP.
5. Institutional organization. Briefly describe the key agencies or institutions involved in environmental health management including those beyond the ministries of environment and health - at national and local level, assess the state of intersectoral collaboration, and identify related challenges.
6. Future prospects. Provide future prospects with regard to the ongoing development of environmental health management capacity in the country.
