JEJU SPECIAL

LOCATION 

Jeju Special Self-Governing Province is an isolated 

island south-east of the mainland of South Korea. Being 

placed in the center of Northeast Asia has given it a very 

important geopolitical location in the past. In 1275 

(Empire of Goryeo), the Tamna general headquarters of 

Won was established here. For more than one century it 

was the headquarters of the conquering Japanese. In 

the last Pacific war, many military facilities were 

established here. During the Korean War, the first army 

training camp was set up here. This is the historical 

evidence of Jeju Special Self-Governing Provinceôs 

importance in location. 

 

WEATHER 

Jeju surrounded by sea on all sides, is categorized as a 

volcanic island in subtropical zone. Jeju displays a 

temperate oceanic climate because the Kuroshio 

Current and the Tshushima current have a direct effect 

on the island. 

 

Temperature 

The annual average temperature reaches 11.7°C. The annual 

average temperature of Jeju is relatively low, compared with 

those of other places at the same latitude of the earth. This is 

due to the cold winter seasons, which is influence of 

continental climate, and also by summers that do not become 

too hot due to the cool oceanic currents. The annual 

temperatures of Jeju City and Seogwipo City for the last 30 

years are reported to be 15.2 °C and 15.9°C respectively. 

 

Rainfall 

The annual precipitation of Jeju for the last 30 years is 

reported to be 2,044mm for the island as a whole, and 

1,560mm for the coastal areas.  

About 43% of the annual rainfalls are reported in June, July, 

August on Jeju. A series of drizzles serves to make Spring the 

second highest rainy season, providing 23% of the annual 

precipitation.  

Wind 

Jeju is called "The Island of 3 multitudes," which are stones, 

winds, and women. Wind is one of the three major factors 

affecting climate that includes temperature and rainfall, and 

plays a decisive role in the shaping of it. 

 

CULTURE 

Jeju Special Self-Governing Province is proud of its 

special gifts.The rich local culture includes historical 

relics, native industry and folklore that continue today. 

The Individual spiritual culture is also of interest to 

tourists. 

 

Samda : Three abundance ( rocks, wind, women) 

 

"Three abundance" is a famous term in Jeju Special 

Self-Governing Province. They are Seokda (rocks), 

Pungda (wind), and Yeoda (women). That's why they 

call Jeju Special Self-Governing Province Samdado: the 

island of three abundance.  

 

Seokda is originated from the Mt. Halla volcanic activity of the 

past. People had to cultivate the land through a long process 

of clearing away the numerous rocks covering the lands and 
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then form the inlets for irrigation, then construct the walls for 

protection against wind. 

 

Punda tells of the harsh surroundings of Jeju. Jeju Special 

Self-Governing Province is located in the path of typhoons, so 

the islanders had to fight against the sea.  

 

Yeoda originated from the fact that most men of Jeju were lost 

at sea, which made women larger in number. Also, women had 

to come out to the fields with men due to the Jeju's living 

environment being harsh. Yeoda is a comment on population 

statistics, but moreover it is a metaphor for women in Jeju 

working diligently. The famous women-divers who fight against 

wild waves to catch fish are the very symbol of Jeju. 

 

Sammu : Three non-existence ( thief, gate, baggar ) 

Sammu is the term 

meaning there's no 

thief, gate or beggar in 

Jeju. From the old 

days, Islanders have 

made "diligence, thrift, 

interdependence" their 

virtue in order to 

pioneer rough and 

harsh surroundings. So they didn't steal or beg, which led to 

the condition of having no use for the gate. Also, all the houses 

were the descendants of Tamna or of scholars who were 

banished due to their great will to keep their principles. 

Therefore they all valued their honor highly. They also knew 

everything about each other, which prohibited them from doing 

anything bad or dishonorable. 

 

Samryeo : Three beauties, Sambo ( Three treasures ) 

This term was given after 1960 when Jeju started to get world 

attention for its beautiful tour sites. It embodies the attraction of 

Jeju. Samryeo and Sambo imply the beautiful nature, folklore, 

and native industries of Jeju, or three resources, edible crops, 

marine products, and tourism, or generosity, beautiful nature, 

and special industrial structure. 

 

NATURE 

With Mt. Halla rising in the middle of the island, Jeju 

Special Self-Governing Province is covered with 

strangely shaped rocks, swamps, parasitic volcanoes, 

craters, caves, grasslands, woods and valleys abundant 

with animals and plants. The lovely scenery enhances 

the beauty of the surrounding shallow waters. Shoreline 

features include strangely shaped rocks, waterfalls, and 

sands. Mountain and sea make Jeju a natural for 

tourism.

BEFORE LEAVING YOUR COUNTRY 
 

VISA REQUIREMENT 

Any foreign visitors wishing to enter the Republic of 
Korea must have a valid passport and obtain a Korean 

visa before leaving. But people of 99 countries who want 
to visit Korea for a limited duration are permitted to enter 
without a visa according to visa-exemption agreements 
(T1), or in accordance with principles reciprocity or 
national interest (T2).  
 
Application for Visas 
Foreign visitors from countries not covered by visa-
exemption agreements (T1) or principles reciprocity or 
national interest (T2) must have a valid Korean visa to 
enter Korea. Visa application should be made at Korean 
Embassies or consulates abroad.  
 
1. Requirements for Visa Application 
Valid passport, application form, a recent passport-size color 
photo, and other documents as determined by the status of 
stay

2. Visa Fees 
- Single entry visa for a stay of no more than 90 days : USD30  
- Single entry visa for a stay of more than 90 days : USD50  
- Multiple entry visa : USD 80 
- Prolongation of Re-entry Permit : USD 20

Visa Extension 
Visitors from countries not under the Visa Exemption 
Agreement must apply for a visa extension if planning to 
stay for more than 30 days. Depending on the situation 
of the consulate, the visa extension will be issued 1 to 3 
days from the day of application. Applicants require a 
completed application form, a recent passport-size color 
photo and application fee. Outbound flight ticket is not 
required. Visa extension is usually granted for 90 days. 
All visas including long-term visas are for a single visit. 
Therefore anyone who wishes to leave the country and 
re-enter later during the allowed period of stay should 
obtain the Re-entry Permit from the Ministry of Justice 
prior to departure. For business visas, the intention of 
the activities must be clearly stated on the visa 
application form.

Jeju International Airport is located in the north of Jeju 

Island, Republic of Korea. Its important geopolitical 

location lies in that this airport easily connects major 

cities of China, Japan, and Southeast Asian countries 

each other. Jeju Island is the largest island in Korea, 

and consists of the smallest administrative district with 9 

manned and 54 unmanned islands. Jeju International 

Airport is the largest gateway of Jeju island which is 

busy with overseas tourists.  
 

As for domestic line, there are 13 lines connecting other 
domestic airports including Gimpo Airport and daily 122 
planes are in service on average. As for international 
line, there are 7 lines from Japan, China, and Taiwan 
and daily 4 planes are in service on average.  
 
Flight Arrangement 

1. Take Direct Intôl Flights to Jeju Intôl Airport  

Visitors from Japan, China, and Taiwan can take a direct flight
